You may be aware from media coverage that the teaching union NEU have declared strike action which will take place on
Wednesday 5% July and Friday 7t July. The strike is happening because the NEU are in dispute with the Secretary of State
for Education as she has failed to make available additional and sufficient funds to allow employers to pay a fully funded
increase in teachers’ pay at a rate greater than inflation. This is a national dispute between the unions and the government
and not because of any issues at our school.

Years 7 and 8

We have now had confirmed staff numbers and as a result, unfortunately due to the above strike action, Dame
Elizabeth Cadbury School will be closed to pupils in Years 7, 8 and 9 pupils on Wednesday 5% July and Years 7,8 and
10 pupils on Friday 7" July. Unfortunately, we will be unable to provide remote education, however, your child will be set
some home learning tasks. Please note, that these tasks may not be in line with their timetabled lessons as during strike action
there is no requirement for those engaged in industrial action to set work for pupils or for colleagues to set work on their
behalf. Your child should check the front page of our school website on the strike days for work set.

Year 10

Year 10 pupils are expected to be in school at 8:40am on Wednesday 5% July only and will finish at 3:10pm. Year 10 pupils
will also have lunch as normal. The day will consist of a planned program of PSHE sessions for pupils as part of our Personal
Development Curriculum.

Year 9

Year 9 pupils are expected to be in school at 8:40am on Friday 7" July only and will finish at 3:10pm. Year 9 pupils will also
have lunch as normal. The day will consist of a planned program of PSHE sessions for pupils as part of our Personal
Development Curriculum.

Sixth Form

Sixth Form will be closed to all students but all students should discuss tasks with teachers in advance and check their school
email accounts for any tasks set.

If your child is entitled to free school meals and in Years 7-8, Year 9 (5*" July) and Year 10 (7' July) please can you
email us via enquiry@decschool.co.uk if you wish to pre-order a packed lunch which will consist of a sandwich, side
and a drink and your child will be able to collect from main school reception between 11.00-12.00 noon on Wednesday
5t July and Friday 7t July. Emails must be received by 3pm on Monday 3" July at the latest in order that food orders

can be placed.
